Back in the summer of 2009, on one of the Art Club CZ meetings raised the idea of using rust dyed 

fabrics for the collection prepared at 4th Prague Patchwork Meeting. The general guidelines have been 

published in the Newsletter and soon first rust dyed fabrics as well as quilts appeared. 

The quilting άscrapping bonusέ project has been joined by tens of Czech authors, the final collection of 

more than 30 quilts has been presented on the 4th Prague Patchwork Meeting in April 2010.  

 

The topic of the collection has also raised interest abroad. The Czech collection was provided with 

space at the largest European Quilting show Festival of Quilts in Birmingham, held between 19.-

22.8.2010. We do very much appreciate the invitation of the FestivalΩs director Mr. Salmon and we 

would like to offer the wide patchwork public not only the quilts, but also their stories and deeper 

information about how rust dying technique. For Birmingham, we are thus preparing a special CD and 

rust dyed fabric samples.  

We believe that the stories of άrustedέ quilts will raise your interest and that you will eventually join us 

and create your own one.

 Rust Story No.1 - Jana HAKLOVĆ 
 

The inspiration for the MAMMOGRAM quilt were rust dyed and one more hand dyed fabric. The imprint of the 

stoveΩs pipe reminded me of the mammography picture. The piece is machine quilted. I have used application 

with treated with heat gun material and 3D effect of knotted strings ended up with beads. 

 

The Czech expression άb! ~wh¢έ (άTotally Drunkέ) means the state of our body and mind in a certain situation. 

Also, my favorite human figure is getting into this state in the end of the quilt. I have used hand dyed and rusted 

fabric, acrylic colors stamping and machine quilting.
