m LOOKING BACK AT 4th Prague Patchwork Meeting

First of all, let me in the name of all organizers thank all the 4,000 visifwwhose attendance helped
to develop the exhibition further and closer to large European events.

Special thanks are devoted to all the exhibitors as well as retailers, whose offer was more than equal to
the foreign supply this year.

2010 has not meant only doublingti KS SEKAOAGA2Y Q& Ff22NJ | NBI |
but has brought new challenges on the organization as such. Many web pages have provided a useful
discussion on this topic, these valuable comments will surely help is in the following years.

For many, a fact that the event is done on a voluntary basis, came as a huge surprise. Volunteers from
Bohemia Patchwork Club devote their free time, not being granted any reward, to open Czech
patchwork to Europe and to present international quilting in the Czech Republic.

After this year, it is obvious that Prague Patchwork Meeting really aspires to be one of the leading
quilting shows in the CEE region, complementing large European events in Birmingham and St. Marie
aux Mines. We have been granted a status of a regular international expo with fixed dates.

The Above mentioned feedback has proven, what is to be done under these circumstances ¢ the expo
will and has to professionalize. This does not mean we would give up the cooperation with the clubs,
on the contrary. Next to the Bohemia Patchwork Club, we would like to offer bigger presentations to
other large Czech as well as Moravian Clubs. Abroad, such small independent presentations are a
common practice.

We believe that the new organizational model should be ready by summer 2010.

Also, we will reflect your comments on fees, instead of contribution to non-profit organization, it will
be possible to deduct VAT by all the fees, so that these become tax deductable for many of the
exhibitors.

Experience from this year will also impact the layout of certain exposition areas. Larger space should be
devoted for refreshments, we will provide more seats. The whole driving area will be opened up for
retailers and exposition, the layout in the main hall should be redesigned do offer better air circulation
etc.

We believe that together, we will be able to prepare the fifth annual year of Prague Patchwork meeting
in such way that meeting Czech and International patchwork in Prague will once again be a pleasant
and inspiring experience to all of you.

;ﬁ‘ WHAT IS A MYSTERY QUILT?

Do you have to be a detective?
That's not it!

When quilters sign up for a mystery quilt, they are sent the instructions a piece at a time. They have no idea what
the end project will look like, and they don't care.

Usually the requirements list will be sent out after the quilter enrolls in the class. At that time, the first set of
instructions will also be available.

What the designer (teacher) does is work out how to present the material for making the quilt top in such a way
that the design is hidden until almost the very end.
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PLEATING

Modern quilts very often draw attention by different surface structures. One of th

many ways of increasing the 3D effect of your original quilts is pleating.

Suitable materials: cotton, silk, rayon, viscose, for stabilization and finalizing fusible

interfacing

Bubbles effect:

We prepare a grid with 1x 1cm holes (plate rack, pots plate etc.) and we place it on the

working space in such a way that ca 2cm remain underneath the grid. In case the grid

does not have stands, we underlay it with two splinters.

Then we take a piece of fabric, at least twice as big as the grid and we place it on the

grid (face down). Poke fabric down into each hole using eraser end of the pencil, ca

1,3cm deep. Upon using the whole fabric or working over the whole grid, we cut some

of the interfacing according to the final size of the fabric. We crease it on the grid!!!,

whereby the temperature has to correspond with the chosen fusible. We remove the
The widest choice of fabric from the grid once cooled down.

Crushed/ squeezed effect:

(www.eshop.patchwork We slightly wet the fabric and squeeze out the surplus water. We may use spray to
studio.cz/) moister the fabric. Along the longer fabric border, we by hand create folding, which

imitate lengthwise pleating. We roll the incurred roller into a spiral and finally create a

knot; borders should be secured by a string. Let dry completely, this may take even

several days. Then slowly unfold and straighten into flat area on a working table

covered by baking paper. According to the resulting surface area, we cut the interfacing

and crease it over another baking paper layer.

Hint: Best results are achieved with the flexible fusible interfacing .
