Project Turmenistan - samples
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7th Prague Patchwork Meting Preview... Isabelle Wiessler, Germany

My interest in visual arts, especially painting, goes back to my early youth. | discovered patchwork
almost 20 years ago by chance, when | went to see a quilt exhibition in a local bank and realized at
once that | would have to exchange the brush for the needle. What impressed me most was the
immense range of possibilities that patchwork offered. From that point on my earlier ideas and
prejudices were completely thrown overboard. Soon | started to work with fraditional patterns, which
I modified and later left behind me. The reason for this development was not disregard for traditional
forms, but the fact that the creative process involved in working with fabric and needle inspired me
to regard fabric as both a basic material and a point of departure thus enabling me to combine my
former passion, pictorial art, with textile art.

| am fascinated by the characteristic feel and texture of fabric - silk, cotton, linen or synthetics — and
try to make conscious use of it.

In my creations | wish to reproduce and communicate inspiring moods and atmospheres. The vital
spark that makes inspiration work can be objects from daily life, structures from the natural world, but
also events by which | feel moved. My ideas are then transferred to larger-sized wall hangings -
frequently painted with acrylic — or to smaller formats. For the smaller pieces | often use additional
materials like Tyvek, Lutradur, felt from Kunin fabrics... This is followed by a process of layering,
embroidering, painting, burning and/or melting to achieve the desired effect.

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The international project: Turkmenistan

The close cooperation between PPM and Bernina, mainly thanks to its director for Eastern Europe, Mr.
Wolfgang Eibisch, resulted in a very interesting project, which will be revealed during the 7t Prague
Patchwork Meeting in Prague in April 2013.

Numerous journeys of Mr. Eibisch to the former Soviet countries and his close relationship with local
authors resulted in a rather unusual but very interesting international project.

He purchases fabrics in Turkmenistan, | am responsible for the rules and setting up the exhibition and
we both approach our friends around Bernina to support us. Therefore, some fabrics went to
Germany, where Gudrun Heinz (www.quiltsundmehr.de) supervises the project, and to Slovakia to
Anka Zimova (www.patchworkparty.sk).

The rules were established during the spring meeting of the Art Quilt Club CZ aiming to target a wide
group of authors and spread the fabrics between all interested quilters.

The bag that arrived from Turkmenistan had 15 different fabrics, usually viscose with small patterns
and a number of velvet fabrics, both of the materials always representing a challenge to the quilters.
The basic for the future collection was black, as a unifying colour and a compulsory size of the quilt,
30x150 cm. The technique, in the conftrary, is entirely up to the artist, the quilts can be both traditional
and contemporary, the authors can be from any club or country.

The interest has more than exceeded our expectations and today, there are already more than 20
quilts ready, a number of others being on the way.

On the 7th PPM , you will have the opportunity to see the large variety of the quilts, all belonging to a
project that started off with a bag full of fabrics from Turkmenistan and black. Each quilter has
individual design and technique, making these quilts truly inspiring for all visitors.

I would like to use this opportunity to thank Wolfgang Eibisch, Gudrun Heinz and Anka Zimova, Art
Club CZ members and all participating quilters for their enthusiasm, participation and involvement.
Without them, the project could never take place.

Star Blocks

1. Using Background Template, cut
(?) each from Fabrics C, H, I, J & K.

2. Stitch together nine backgrounds
as shown.

3.Press under the outsideedge 1/4"
(.64cm). Machine or hand applique
thebackgrounds centered on18-1/2"
(47cm) Fabric G squaresleaving 1/4"
(.64cm) seam allowance. Note how
the seam between Fabrics H and J
runs from the center of the block to
the middle, left edge of the Fabric G
square.

4. Trace (9) Circle Templates, (?) Star Templates and
(?0) Star Point Templates onto paper side of fusible
web, with templates face down. Leave about 1/2"
(1.27cm) between each fracing. Roughly cut out each
tracing leaving about 1/4" (.64cm) around each
shape.

5. Lightly fuse the tracings web side down on wrong
side of the appropriate fabrics: Circle Templates on
Fabric E centered over the circular designs, Star
Templates on Fabric G and Star Point Templates on
Fabric B.

6. Referring to quilt graphic and this diagram, place
the appligue pieces on each of the Star Blocks.
Permanently fuse pieces in place according to web
manufacturer's directions.

7. lLayer tear-away stabilizer under each block.
Machine stitch with a short, narrow zig-zag stitch
around all applique raw edges. Use a clear nylon or
all-purpose thread through the needle and a neutral
all-purpose thread in the bobbin. Remove stabilizer.
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Pinwheel Blocks:

1. Stitch together each
Fab. G10-1/4" (26.04cm)
quarter-square triangle to
Fab. H 10-1/4" (26.04cm)
quarter-square  triangle.
Add a 9-7/8" (25.08cm)
Fabric K  half-square
triangle to each unit.
2lay out four units as
shown. Stitch units into
rows. Sew rows together.
Make 4 Pinwheel Blocks.

Assembly:
1. Lay out Star Blocks on point in three

rows of three blocks each. Pinwheel
Blocks fill in between the Star Blocks. Fill
in the edges with 28" (71.12cm) Fabric A
quarter-square  triangles.  The 15"
(38.1cm) Fabric A half-square triangles
complete the corners of the quilt center.
2Sew the blocks and setting triangles
info diagonal rows. Sew rows together.
Trim quilt center to 1/4" (.64cm) from
outside seam points to approximately
76-7/8" (195.26cm) square.

3.Make 4 borders, each with (2) 2-1/2" x
WOF (6.35cm x WOF) Fabric G strips
sewn together end-to-end. Sew borders
to right and left sides of quilt center.
Press and trim excess from these and all
successive border additions.

4. Maoke boarders from Fabric D (4 2",
11,43 cm), then from Fabric | (2 2", 6,35
cm), Fabric F (6 %", 16,51 cm) and
Fabric G (3'2", 6,35 cm)

Sew the backing together, leaving ca
S5cm around the finished top. Carefully
trim backing and batting even with quilt
top. Make sandwich a quilt as desired.
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
